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RESUMEN

Se redescribe al fremétodo dicrocélido Conspicuum icteridorum de la vesicula biliar de la
urraca Cassidix mexicanus prosopidicola Lowery (Icteridae) colectada en San Nicolas de los
Garzay Escobedo, Nuevo Ledn, México; debido a las variaciones morfoldgicas que presentan los
63 ejemplares al compararios con los especimenes descritos originalmente por Denton and Byrd
en 1951, pero que no justifica la descripcién de una especie nueva. Se realiza una breve discusion
taxonémica del género, donde se aceptan como vdlidas a C. acuminatum Nicoll, 1915, C.
alectoris Néller and Enigk, 1933; C. conspicuum Faria, 1912; C. icteridorum Denton and Byrd, 1951;
C. macrorchis Denton and Byrd, 1951 y C. morenoi Odening, 1954 como especies pardsitas de
aves, y a C. pulchrum Travassos, 1919 y C. minor Made-Garzén and Holcman-spector, 1975 de
mamiferos. Este hallazgo representa un nuevo registro para C. icteridorum en su rango geografico
y la primera vez que se describe en México.
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ABSTRACT

The fluke Conspicuum icteridorum from the gallblader of the grackle Cassidix mexicanus
prosopidicola, Lowery (Icteridae) caught in San Nicolds de los Garza and Escobedo, Nuevo Leon,
Mexico, was redescribed because their morphologic variations that appeared in 63 specimens
comparised with that described originally by Denton and Byrd in 1951, but no justify a new species
named. A brief taxonomic discussion is presented, accepting as valid the names given previously
to birds species for the parasites C. acuminatum Nicoll, 1915; C. alectoris Noler and Enigk, 1933; C.
conspicuum Farig, 1912; C. icteridorum Denton and Byrd, 1951; C. macrorchis Denton and Byrd,
1951; C. morenoi Odening, 1964; and for mammails to C. pulchrum Travasso, 1919 and C. minor
Made-Garzon and Holcman-Spector, 1975. This finding is a new geographic record for C. icterido-
rum in its geographical range, and the first time kow for Mexico.
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
